For only the most stubborn stains on your anti-skid floor, 8 paste should be made
of a cleanser such as Comet, Spic-N-Span, etc., and spread out onto the floor.
Allow the paste to sit for 5-10 minutes and then gently scrub with a soft-bristled
brush. To prevent scralches, the brush should be no rougher than the texture of &

The
mounds underneath the unit will depress and spread out into one another so that the
entire bottom area of the unit is supported underneath. The use of sand is not
recommended as it can shift and hold moisture. The use of foam is also not
recommended, as it is difficult to regulate and can be unevenly dispersed under the
unit causing stress points in specific areas. Over time, foam will also compress and no

longer support the bottom of the unit.

If the unit was ordered with additional reinforcement for the future placement of grab
bars, you may install the grab bars as per the grab bar manufacturar's instructions. If
the unit was not orderad with additionai reinforcement, you must have access to the
backside of the unit. 3/8" plywood backing must be instalied on the fiberglass laminate
with resin or construction adhesive in the area you wish to install the bars. The

plywood should extend 6" past the length and width of the bar,
